Raising Concerns About Safety

Students are provided with information about, and encouraged to use multiple pathways to
raise, Child Safe concerns about or at the School, including concerns about the behaviour of
other students. These include informal and formal ways, an ‘anonymous’ way, and through
external child advocacy or child safe organisations. For more information, refer to another
public facing document called Child Safe Complaints Management.

If a student has concerns about their safety, or the behaviour of others, it's important that they
tell a trusted adult. This could be a parent or carer, a trusted teacher or a School Child Safety
Advocate.
